Stewardship: Finances

Be A Consistent Giver
• God will reward your giving by causing others to give to you.  
• A seed of nothing will produce a season of nothing in our lives. 
• Plant something each time an offering is received, no matter how 
large or small the amount. 
• Believe that when we give consistently, it will come back to us 
consistently.  
• If we want a continual #ow of !nancial blessing and favor in our lives, 
we should practice planting every time we are able.  
• Doing something and getting in the habit of giving and releasing our 
faith for a harvest can cause Luke 6:38 to come to pass in our lives in 
tremendous ways. 

Luke 6:38
• You can’t out give God!  When you sow, He always blesses you back. 
His Word works!
• When you give, you are sowing seeds of faith for your future.  
• When we sow into God’s Kingdom, we are making a deposit into our 
heavenly bank account.  
• God is our source!
